JIM MCCOLL SHARES THE SECRET TO FINDING INVESTMENT WITH GLASGOW BUSINESSES
A packed audience of members of The West of Glasgow Business Club met at the Glasgow Grosvenor Hilton to listen to speakers Jim McColl CEO Clyde Blowers and Nelson Gray Director Firth Ventures on Thursday 1st October.
Jim told members “Money is never a problem if you have a good plan.  Get people to believe in what you are telling them; have glowing references; get your vision out there and feel passionate that you will get the money from somewhere.”
Jim recounted his own experience of finding the initial £1million investment required to fund his first 29.9% steak in Clyde Blowers PLC in 1992 whilst only having access to £110,000 of personal funding.  His secret to getting investment he told members was “positive thinking and visualisation.  Through the credit crunch we have continued to receive strong support from our Funders and Bankers.”

Nelson agreed with Jim and told delegates “There’s no quick fix at the moment.  It is essential to keep the business going and to optimise working capital even if it means reducing your sales in order to get rid of non paying customers.”  He recommended looking for equity investment first before approaching the banks for the required balance.
